Instructions





Regardless of which version of ShogiView you have -- whether it’s the static linked or the DLL version -- the program itself will function the same.





To review an existing file


Open the file, using either the menu or toolbar. You can then move through the game by clicking on the arrows on the toolbar or by selecting the corresponding menu items. To move down an alternate variation, simply click on the down arrow on the toolbar -- this will open up a list of all the variations available at that time. Select the desired variation (this will cause it to appear in the variation box on the toolbar), and then click on the forward arrow.





To edit a comment or header


Click on the appropriate text and a cursor will appear where you have clicked -- just type away.





To add a variation


Make the move on the game board.





Note : The program will not allow you to add another copy of an existing variation -- rather than adding another variation, it will simply move you down that branch of the game record.





To delete a existing variation


Select the variation just as you would select a variation to review (by clicking on the down arrow, etc.). Then either click on the delete button on the toolbar, or select the Delete option from the Move submenu.
